Executive Summary 

This executive summary outlines the framework for a high-level United Nations Summit of the 

Future hybrid side event titled “Experience of Free Education in Africa: A Case in Ghana, Benin, 

and Ethiopia, and its Prospects” scheduled for September 21, 2024, at 11am EST.

Youth involvement and contributions 

would be key to the conversation, reflecting the importance of intergenerational dialogue in 

achieving the SDGs and upholding Human Rights.
